ICLWager Rules
1) The wager is between Ellis Traub and Lowell Herr.
2) The wager is to test whether or not one can double your money in five years with a simple mechanical model of stock selection using the original Take $tock software.

3) A portfolio of stocks will be selected using “all green” criteria as indicated by Take $tock.
4) The mood indicator may be lowered from 90 to 80 to be considered a green indicator.

5) Stocks will be sold when the quality indicator turns from green or yellow to red. If there are expectations to this rule, Lowell will consult Ellis.
6) The number of stocks in the portfolio is not a fixed number.

7) There are no rules stating what percentage of the portfolio a stock may represent.

8) There are no rules stating whether or not a green or yellow quality stock may be sold.

9) On 10/31/2008 the portfolio needs to be double the amount it was on 10/31/2003 for Ellis to collect his $100 reward.  If the portfolio is not double, then Lowell collects $100 from Ellis.
What Has Happened

1) The ICLWager portfolio began on 1/15/2003 with the first stock purchase.

2) The portfolio was completely populated with stocks by 10/31/2003 and that is the starting date for the wager.

3) FISV fell into the red quality zone but Lowell received permission to override the factor causing this to occur so FISV was permitted to remain in the portfolio.

5) The benchmark for the portfolio is VTSMX, although this has nothing to do with the wager.  It is a way to see if the portfolio is doing well by selection of stocks or if the market in general is pulling up the portfolio.

6) The portfolio records are monitored by an independent source other than the bivio records.
