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BI wiki is sponsored (but not produced) by the BetterInvesting Computer Group, a group of volunteers that supports the objectives and work of BetterInvesting. The BI wiki is an online document (potentially) written by the entire BetterInvesting community.

Go to http://biwiki.editme.com  Use the links on the left hand side of the site to navigate to new areas and access content.  If you register you can use the links on the right of the hand side of the site to edit content, etc. You can also choose to be notified of changes to the site.  
Use the "Comments" link on the bottom of the page to add your comments to a page without modifying its other content.

Some areas that we find informative are:

· About Investing is a nice overview for the beginning investor or someone new to BetterInvesting.  This is a presentation edited from CompuFest 2004 given by Ellis Traub.
· For Club members, the sections on starting or operating a club and the section for treasurers or club accounting programs all have a collection of useful information.

· The Stock Selection Guide link is an overview of the SSG.  From there you will find links to in-depth discussions of all the sections of the SSG. 

· There is an overview of Portfolio Management and BI portfolio management tools.
· The More Tools area has many links to help one go Beyond the SSG and complete a thorough stock study. In this area under Annual Reports an Excel spreadsheet is available for your aid in understanding the financial statements.  The Schneider - Hess Spreadsheet was developed by Paul Schneider and Dan Hess and is available for download by going to www.bivio.com/bullrun/files/AnnualReports.
