Other Info.:  Earlier this month, Target agreed to sell at 47% stake in its credit-card receivable to JPMorgan for $3.6 billion. The five-year deal functions more like a loan than an outright sale, as Target will buy the stake back at the end of the term.  But it allows Target to swap some of the income from its credit-card loans for cash that it now can use to make investments and buy back shares without tapping the troubled debt markets. Target said Tuesday that the deal is expected to provide the company with sufficient liquidity to implement its business plans, including previously announced capital investment and share repurchase activity, without the need to access term debt capital markets again this year.
